Garden and Peace

out for some light activities:

Christchurch Botanic Gardens
Admission is free. You can stroll slowly
through the beautifully maintained flower
gardens, listening to the birds and the Avon
River. There’s no need to rush — just go at
your own pace.

Hagley Park
Adjacent to the Botanic Gardens, this is one
of the largest parks in Christchurch. If you
have time, start at the north end (there are
public toilets), and if you have more energy,
continue south. The walking trails here are
perfect for those of you who just want to
breathe and calm your mind.
